THE LICENSING ACT 2003 (PREMISES LICENCE AND CLUB PREMISES CERTIFICATES) REGULATIONS 2005

The Licensing Act 2003 came into force on the 24th November 2005. Pembrokeshire County Council has published a Licensing Policy, which sets out its general approach to applications and other actions under the Licensing Act 2003. Copies can be downloaded free of charge from the Council’s website www.pembrokeshire.gov.uk.

1. Enclosed is an application form for your attention, which must be submitted with the following documentation.

2. Plan of premises as per specification indicated in the attached document marked Appendix A.

3. Fee – The fee is calculated in accordance with the Non Domestic Rateable value of your premises. Enclosed at Appendix “B” is a list of fees payable. You will be required to provide a copy of a document previously issued to defining your non-domestic rateable value. If you are unable to locate the document, the information can be obtained via the Valuation Office website www.voa.gov.uk.

4. An annual fee invoice will be sent to you on the anniversary of the determination date of your licence. As per Appendix “B” your annual fee will be determined on your non domestic rateable value. Failure to pay this may result in your Premises Licence being suspended. No refund of the Premises Licence fees can be made under any circumstances.
5. Copy of the rules of the club.

6. Completed ‘Declaration for a club premises certificate’ form.

Upon making your application to Pembrokeshire County Council, on the same day, you must also give a copy of the application as well as accompanying documentation to each responsible authority as defined by the legislation. A list of the responsible authorities is attached at Appendix C.

In addition you must advertise your application in the following manner.

a)
A notice must be displayed outside the premises for a period of no less than twenty eight consecutive days starting on the day after the day on which the application was given to Pembrokeshire County Council. Description of that notice and its requirements are outlined in Appendix “D”

b)
A notice must be published in a local newspaper on one occasion during a ten working day period commencing on the day after the application  was made to Pembrokeshire County Council.

A format of both notices is as per attached Appendix “E”

The defined responsible authorities and interested parties will be given the opportunity to make representations regarding your application during a consecutive twenty eight day period commencing on the day following the receipt of your application to Pembrokeshire County Council.  Any representations must be relating to the four fundamental objectives of the legislation.

· Prevention of crime and disorder

· Prevention of public nuisance

· Public safety

· Protection of children from harm

As part of application there is a requirement for you to complete an operating schedule.  That forms part of the application form, included in which there is a need for you to describe the steps you intend to take to promote the above four licensing objectives. In this regard Pembrokeshire County Council have formulated a pool of conditions which are available on their website www.pembrokeshire.gov.uk.

Qualifying club activities are defined as:-

· Supply of alcohol by or on behalf of a club to, or to the order of, a member of the club.

· Sale by retail of alcohol by or on behalf of a club to a guest or a member of the club for consumption on the premises where the sale takes place and.

· The provision of regulated entertainment where that provision is by or on behalf of a club for members of the club or members of the club and their guests.

Enclosed is an application form for a Club Premises Certificate for your attention, which must be returned to Mrs S Oliver, Senior Environmental Health Officer, Licensing Team, Public Protection Division, County Hall, Haverfordwest, Pembrokeshire SA61 1TP.

Whilst it is clearly a matter for you to complete this form, and apply in accordance with the legislation, Officers from Pembrokeshire County Council Licensing Team are available for advice to assist you with any queries you may have about the application process.  In that regard you are advised to contact the Licensing Team at County Hall, Haverfordwest, Tel No: 01437 774551. Should you wish to make your application through the medium of Welsh, then the relevant forms can be obtained upon request from this office.

Appendix ‘A’

Plan of Premises

j) the location of a kitchen, if any, on the premises.

The plan may include a legend through which the matters mentioned or referred to above are sufficiently illustrated by the use of symbols on the plan.  The plan must be drawn to a standard scale of one millimetre representing one hundred millimetres.
